In allgnment with the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (RPwD) Act, 2016, and subsequent
notifications, particularly the directive issued by the Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment (MoSJE) on 12.03.2024, which underscores the principles of inclusive
education and reasonable accommodation, and the landmark judgment of the Hon’ble
Supreme Court dated 25.10.2024 in Om Rathod vs Union of India & Others (SLP (C) No. 21942
of 2024), a significant shift has been initiated in the national approach toward disability inclusion
in higher education. That as a result of said exercise, the Under Graduate Medical Education
Board (UGMEB) on 19.07.2025 issued Interim Guidelines for granting admission to PwBD
candidates in MBBS course. Following the said interim guidelines, the Post Graduate Medical
Education Board has also initiated the necessary steps and expanded the existing expert
committee to review the Disability guidelines for PG courses by including two additional experts.
As a conclusion to the deliberation in the meetings held on 23.09.2025; 29.09.2025 and
03.10.2025, the experts recommended that considering the fact that Post Graduate course
contains multiple specialties and each specialty requires specific criteria which is a complex and
lengthy process, therefore in order the safeguard the interest of PG aspirants and patients, the
interim Guidelines dated 19.07.2025 shall be followed by the NMC with certain modifications to
fulfill requirement of postgraduate study/practice.

4085(E).—Whereas the use of Aadhaar number to establish identity enables individuals to receive
subsidies, benefits and services in a convenient and seamless manner, obviates the need for multiplicity of documents
to establish identity, simplifies processes and promotes transparency and efficiency:

And whereas the Central Government in the Mimstry of Electronics and Information Technology
{heremafter referred to as the said Ministry), after consultation with the Unique Identification Authority of India
(UIDAI), had allowed vide uts letter no. ¢ FNo.13{2)V/2020-EG.IT dated 29.07.2025 to the National Board of
Examination in Medical Sciences (NBEMS), Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (hereinafter referred to as the
said Ministry or the said Department or the said Agency), Government of India (hercinafter referred to as the said
Government) for the purposes prescribed under sub-rule (1) of rule 3 of the Aadhaar Authentication for Good
Govemnance (Social Welfare, Innovation, Knowledge) Rules, 2020 (hereinafter referred to as the said rules) that the
said Government/Mimstry/Department/ Agency may be allowed to perform authentication and be permitted the use of

Aadhaar number during authentication for establishing identity of Aadhaar number holder and notify the same under
rule 5 of the said rules read with sub-clause (ii) of clause (b) of sub-section (4) of section 4 of the Aadhaar (Targeted
Delivery of Financial and Other Subsidies, Benefits and Services) Act, 2016 (hereinafter referred to as the Act).

And whereas, the Aadhaar authentication shall be performed for verifying identity of candidates during
various stages of national level medical examinations conducted by the said agency, using Yes/No or/and ¢KYC
authentication facilities (hereinafter referred to as the said purpose) as prescribed under sub-rule (1) of nile 3 of the
said rules and the performance of Aadhaar authentication for the said purpose shall be on voluntary basis and that the
said Ministry/Department/Agency shall perform the Aadhaar authentication only for the said purpose.

Now, therefore, in pursuance of mle 5 of the said rules read with sub-clause (ii) of clause (b) of sub-section
(4) of section 4 of the Act, the Central Government through the said Ministry/Department/entity hereby notifies the
following, namely:—

1, 1. The Mnistry/Department/Agency, as provided in the Act, shall obtain the consent of the Aadhaar number
holder for the purpose of authentication herein.

2. As per sub-rule (2) of rule 3 of the said rules, Aadhaar authentication is on voluntary basis the
Ministry/Department/Agency shall inform to the Aadhaar number holder of alternate and viable means of
identification and shall not deny any service to the Aadhaar number holder for refusing to, or being unable to, undergo
Aadhaar anthentication namely,

a.  Permanent Account Number (PAN) card

b. Passport

c. Voter Identity Card

d. Driving License issued by the Licensing Authority under the Motor Vehicle Act, 1988.
